("Red Zone"), the plan is required to provide a written notice of that status to plan participants, 
beneficiaries, and bargaining parties.

Fu~ding Improvement Plan 

The PP A requires that pension plans' in Enda~g-ered (or Serio,tisly ·E~dange~ed) . St~tµs< ~dopt ~ 
Funding Improvement Plan aimed at restoring the financial health of the plan. A Funding 
Improvement Plan must meet certain benchmarks for improving the Plan's financial condition over 
a period of years. The Funding Improvement Plan for the Northwest Ironworkers Retirement Plan 
has been adopted and .includes the actions already taken by the Trustees and bargaining parties

over the last several years, such as decreasing the benefit accrual rate and increasing the level of 
contributions used solely for funding.
