I encourage the Department of Labor to adopt the proposed rule, identified by RIN
1210-ACO03, proposing amendments to the Investment Duties regulation under Title I
of the Employee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974, as amended (ERISA), to
clarify the application of ERISA's fiduciary duties of prudence and loyalty to selecting
investments and investment courses of action, for the following reasons:
